In recent months both London Underground
{LU) and Crossrail have achieved key objectives
in their projects to enhance transport links in
the West End.

Crossrail has continued to prepare its two
Mayfair sites for the construction of the

new Crossrail Bond Street ticket halls. At
Davies Street the removal of foundations has
been completed and work is underway to
remove the old retaining walls of the building,
while at Hanover Square demolition is nearing
completion and the western side of the square
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has been closed to expand the worksite in
preparation for construction.

LU is expanding the existing Bond Street station
in order to meet rising demand, and to prepare
for the arrival of Crossrail services. In late 2010,
LU acquired 354-358 Oxford Street, which will
be demolished later this year to allow for the
construction of an additional ticket hall and a
new station entrance. Major utility works on
Oxford Street, which are vital for the station
upgrade, are now underway and are due to be
completed by November.
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Major utility work begins

Work to strengthen and replace
utility pipes under Oxford Street and
Davies Street is now underway.

Many of these services date back to the 1800s,
when London’s infrastructure developed rapidly
in response to the explosion in population. The
current work to reinforce these pipes and mains
will ensure their reliability during the construction
of the new stations and into the future.

Davies Street will be closed intermittently until
early June, while the works on Oxford Street will
be finished by the end of November this year in
time for Christmas trading.

Eastbound traffic has been diverted away from
Oxford Street to allow the works to take place
and both the LU and Crossrail project teams
extend their thanks to residents and businesses
in the local community for their cooperation.

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Crossrail awards new tunnelling contracts

In December 2010, Crossrail
announced the award of its tunnelling
and station contracts.

The construction of the running tunnels and station
tunnels in the Mayfair area has been awarded to a
joint venture comprising BAM Nuttall Ltd, Ferrovial
Agroman (UK] Ltd and Kier Construction Ltd.

These are the most significant tunnel contracts to
be awarded in the UK since the Jubilee Line
Extension and the Channel Tunnel Rail Link and

will provide a much-needed boost to UK
construction as well as creating major
employment opportunities.

The contracts, worth in the region of £1.25bn,
will deliver the construction of 18km of twin-
bore tunnels underneath central London. Bond
Street station will be situated on the tunnel that
will connect Royal Oak and Farringdon. Tunnelling
activity will start in late 20| | with the first tunnel
boring machine starting out on its journey in
spring 2012.

Safeguarding London’s heritage

London Underground’s contractor
Costain Laing O'Rourke has removed
Stratford Place’s historic ‘Porter’s
Lodge’ for safekeeping in advance of
demolition work.

This heritage landmark with its distinctive
sculpted lion is one of a pair that was installed in
the 1770s to mark the entrance to Stratford
Place. Over the years the surrounding architecture
has changed drastically, and the remaining lodge
has been removed and reinstated several times
when adjacent buildings have been redeveloped.
Today the lodge is regarded as being of special

architectural and historical interest and is a grade
il listed structure like many of the neighbouring
buildings in Stratford Place. It has been placed in
secure storage and will be reinstated when the
project is complete.
